USING THE 7E LEARNING MODEL IN
BIOLOGY TEACHING

By applying the 7E course model in biology teaching, the learning process may be made
more effective, meaningful, and enjoyable. Implementation of the 7E model, based on a
constructivist approach, helps establish a strong knowledge base by increasing students' active
participation and enthusiasm for learning.

In the 9th grade, the topic "Type and its criteria" is taught. One of the most important
conditions for the effectiveness of the lesson is its careful planning. In the daily planning of the
lesson, the teacher mainly focuses on which sub-standard will be implemented first in this lesson.
Then it defines the learning objectives pursuant to the standard. The course of the entire lesson,
the training strategies are based on standard and non-standard goals. The aim of the lesson:
Explains the concept of type, type criteria. After the aim is specified, integration opportunities,
working form and method, resources to be used in the lesson are determined. Geography can be
integrated with the subject. The form of training is group and collective, it is appropriate to use
training methods such as brainstorming, discussion, and cluster.

In the first remembrance phase of the lesson, the teacher asks questions to reveal the
students' initial knowledge. The creatures in the picture, the chimpanzee and the cockroach, have
the same set of 48 chromosomes. However, they are not considered the same species. Why is this
so? What is the species? In nature, species are distributed in populations. Why is this so?

In the involvement phase of the lesson, the teacher directs the students' attention to the
topic. The teacher shows a video about different species and then asks a question. What are the
characteristics and features of each type?

In the research phase, students research the topic and work collaboratively.

Task: study of morphological criteria.

The aim of the study: to determine and compare the morphological characteristics of plants
belonging to two different species, to draw conclusions about their similarities and differences.
Step 1. Review carefully the examples or pictures of the plants proposed.

Step 2. List the morphological characteristics of the two plants in the table. Draw conclusions
about similarities and differences.

Can it be determined which species the plant belongs to based on morphological signs?

In the explanation phase, the teacher explains the topic. The teacher notes that the morphological
criterion is very convenient and easy, so it is used for a long time. Morphological features are not
always reliable criteria for determining species. The genetic criterion is determined by differences
in the chromosome composition of the species. However, sometimes it is impossible to determine
precisely the species even with genetic criteria. Physiological criterion is determined by
physiological differences in life processes, especially reproduction, between species. Since there
are physiological isolates between each species, one species doesn't interbreed with another, and
if such interbreeding occurs, the resulting offspring is usually infertile (without a fetus). The
geographic criterion is based on each species living in a certain geographical area and occupying a
geographical areal (natural habitat). However, these species don't have a clear distribution
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boundary, so this criterion is not justified separately. The ecological criterion is based on the living
of the species in certain environmental conditions. However, there are also species with no clear
ecological adaptation. These include cockroaches, flies, mice, and pets living together with
humans, and some weeds. Therefore, environmental criteria are sometimes not absolute.
Biochemical criteria allow species to be distinguished pursuant to their biochemical parameters,
that is, the composition and structure of proteins and nucleic acids. However, this criterion has
not found wide application because it is very troublesome and non-universal. Thus, no single
criterion is sufficient to determine the species. Therefore, the sum of all criteria should be used to
determine the species.

In the deepening phase, students are assigned to solve tasks. Note and explain the characteristic
features related to the criterion in the table.

Why is it not possible to fully define the type through a criterion?

During evaluation, the teacher draws up criteria pursuant to the aim of the lesson.
Evaluation criterion: explanation. When working with a group, it is done with the criteria of
explanation, cooperation, and presentation. In the extension phase, students apply the concepts
learned in real situations. Transferring learning to a new context increases their knowledge. For
example, a teacher may assign the task of making infographics about "genre criteria".

In the 7E course model, the teacher's main role is to work as a facilitator or guide. The
teacher encourages students to actively participate in the learning process and encourages them
to work cooperatively. The teacher is responsible for adjusting, changing, reconstructing, and re-
planning the teaching strategy to facilitate the students' knowledge-construction process. The role
of students is to actively participate in the learning process by asking questions, expressing their
ideas and views. They should actively engage in learning constructively, enjoying learning and
applying their interests to the world. They are required to cooperate with the peers.

The Republic of Kazakhstan has, in recent years, committed to various international
agreements, championing principles such as gender equality, equity in education, and social
justice. One of the notable outcomes of these commitments is the establishment of Nazarbayev
Intellectual Schools (NIS), which have become a cornerstone of modern Kazakhstani education.
These schools aim to provide equitable access to quality education for all, irrespective of socio-
economic status.

Over the past two decades, Kazakhstan has witnessed significant educational reforms, with
the establishment of Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools (NIS) being a notable development in
secondary education. The schools were conceived as a groundbreaking endeavor to promote
equity, diversity, and academic integrity, bridging the gap between students from varied socio-
economic backgrounds. This paper aims to delve into the core principles of equity and diversity
within NIS and juxtapose it with other private educational institutions, such as the Hailey Berry
School. Insights from this study highlight the commendable strides taken by NIS in ensuring equal
access to education and fostering a diverse learning environment.

INTRODUCTION

In the historical context of Kazakhstan, educational priorities have always played a
significant role in societal development. The emphasis traditionally was on creating an educational
elite, mirroring the societal structure of the Soviet era, where education was seen as a tool for
achieving societal goals and objectives. The aftermath of the Soviet education policy was the
establishment of a state-driven educational system. The state and educational institutions formed
an alliance, presupposing that in exchange for loyalty and adherence to educational standards,
institutions would receive support and endorsement from the state.

With Kazakhstan's transition to a market economy, there was a noticeable shift in the
education sector. By the late 1990s, there was a clear need to redefine the essence of educational
policies. Presently, there's a resurgence of an elite education system, symbolized by institutions
such as Hailey Berry Schools. This trend dominates the educational discourse, emphasizing the
institutionalization of an elitist narrative in education policy. In the evolving educational landscape
of Kazakhstan, the policy can be characterized as exclusive, with an emphasis on producing top-
tier students prepared for global challenges. Essentially, the elitist approach becomes a state-
endorsed narrative in the evolving society.
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A pivotal document governing the educational policy in Kazakhstan is the "Strategy for
Educational Excellence in the Republic of Kazakhstan 2006-2016", adopted by the Presidential
Decree on November 29, 2005. The strategy outlines the following primary goals:

e Ensuring equal rights and opportunities for all students.

e Achieving representation of diverse student populations in educational leadership roles.

e Achieving equal opportunities in academic achievements.

e |mplementing inclusive educational curriculums.

e Strengthening students' societal awareness.

e Emphasizing physical and mental health in education.

e Preventing any forms of discrimination in the educational environment.

e Ensuring equitable family involvement in the educational process.

e Reinforcing the role of familial education.

e Fostering a society conscious of educational diversity and excellence.

This strategy is pivotal in shaping Kazakhstan's educational landscape, setting specific
benchmarks and standards. However, it lacks precise indicators, accountable structures, and
defined timelines for achieving the set goals. Additionally, the resurgence of the elite educational
system in Kazakhstan, represented by institutions such as Hailey Berry Schools, challenges the
objectives of the Strategy.

In the realm of education in Kazakhstan, two notable institutions stand out: Haileybury
Almaty and Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools (NIS). While both cater to providing top-tier
education, their approach, admissions criteria, and fee structures vastly differ.

Haileybury Almaty, inspired by the British education model, is known as an elite institution
in Kazakhstan. The school's fee structure for the academic year 2021-2022 showcases its position
in the upper echelon of educational institutions in the country. For instance, the fees for Year 1
stand at 8,296,000 KZT, with further breakdowns for multiple payments throughout the academic
year. As students progress to higher academic years, the fees increase, underlining the premium
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nature of education at Haileybury Almaty. Notably, this fee structure does not include additional
costs, such as a registration fee of 37,000 tenge or a guarantee payment of 365,000 tenge.

In contrast, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, initiated by the First President of Kazakhstan,
Nursultan Nazarbayev, aims to reform the secondary education system in the country. These
schools, while providing high-quality education, adopt a more inclusive approach. NIS allows any
student in Kazakhstan to apply and, if they pass the rigorous entrance examinations, to study for
free or at a significantly reduced cost. This model democratizes access to top-tier education,
ensuring that financial constraints do not hinder deserving students.

Comparative Analysis:

- Admission Criteria: While Haileybury Almaty caters to an elite audience, possibly
determined by financial capability, NIS bases its admissions on academic prowess, ensuring that
all students, regardless of their socioeconomic status, have a chance at quality education.

- Fee Structure: Haileybury Almaty's fee structure reflects its premium nature. In contrast,
NIS, being a state initiative, either offers education for free or at a significantly reduced rate.

- Educational Approach: Haileybury Almaty, with its British-inspired curriculum, offers an
international perspective. NIS, while being globally competitive, incorporates elements that are
more tailored to Kazakhstan's national identity and development goals.

The contrasting nature of Haileybury Almaty and NIS provides insight into the diverse
educational landscape of Kazakhstan. While Haileybury offers an elite, international-standard
education at a premium, NIS champions inclusivity and accessibility without compromising on
quality. Kazakhstan, located in Central Asia, is a nation that has demonstrated remarkable strides
in its socio-economic and infrastructural development in recent decades. Central to its growth has
been the nation's ability to maintain internal stability, which has played a pivotal role in the
successful implementation of various state programs. These programs, such as the Strategy for
Industrial and Innovative Development, rural revival, small business expansion, and poverty
reduction, have been instrumental in enhancing employment opportunities for both men and
women.

Furthermore, Kazakhstan has successfully transitioned into a market economy, evident
from its substantial growth in Gross Domestic Product (GDP) per capita, which increased almost

four-fold within a decade. By 2008, projections indicated a further doubling of this metric,
highlighting the country's economic momentum (Alimova, D., 2020). In recognition of this, the
World Bank now classifies Kazakhstan among countries with a middle-income bracket. Institutions
like the Hailey Berry Schools and Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools are notable examples of
Kazakhstan's commitment to educational excellence and have significantly contributed to the
nation's human capital development (Kassenova, N., 2018).

The economic progression of Kazakhstan also reflects in the gender dynamics at the
workplace. Nearly 50% of the working population in the nation consists of women, underlining the
gender inclusivity within the country's professional sphere. This has been further augmented by
initiatives such as the Poverty Reduction Program, the Microcredit Organizations Act, and efforts
by employment bodies, which have empowered women, especially those from rural regions, and
have provided them with numerous employment opportunities (Akhmetova Z., 2021).

However, challenges remain. The gender wage gap is an area of concern, as women's
salaries, even in sectors traditionally dominated by them, remain lower than their male
counterparts. This disparity underscores the need for further reforms to ensure gender equality
in all facets of the economy.

Working with a diverse student body is no longer an exception in the educational
environment, as seen even in prestigious institutions like Hailey Berry Schools. Depending on the
aspect of diversity being considered, on average, between 17 to 31 teachers in elite institutions
like Hailey Berry Schools work with a diverse student body. However, given the openness of
institutions like Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, where students from various backgrounds have
the opportunity to enter, the proportion of teachers working with a diverse student body is
probably much higher.

In Kazakhstan, the Education and Training Monitor reports show a notable discrepancy.
For instance, while elite schools like Hailey Berry might have 34% of teachers working with
students who have special needs, institutions like Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools might show
different figures. The same applies to non-native speakers, refugees, and students from socially
and economically vulnerable groups. A respondent of a national survey mentioned, "Before we
can begin to rejoice in diversity, especially in institutions like Hailey Berry Schools, we must first
ensure equality in access to educational opportunities, much like what Nazarbayev Intellectual
Schools offer. This allows us to recognize and appreciate broader paths to success".

However, even in Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, the diversity of the student body might
not be fully reflected in the teaching staff. In elite schools like Hailey Berry, it might be more
apparent, with a noticeable underrepresentation of teachers from diverse backgrounds compared
to the student body. This contrast in representation between elite institutions and open-access
schools can be attributed to various factors, including societal perceptions and career
opportunities. It's clear that both types of institutions, from the prestigious Hailey Berry Schools
to the inclusive Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, face their challenges in ensuring a diverse and
representative teaching body. As Kazakhstan continues to evolve, the focus on addressing these
challenges and leveraging diversity as a strength becomes paramount. Respondents have also
highlighted the importance of supporting teachers with disabilities, especially in the challenging
context of the COVID-19 pandemic.

Ensuring accessible and adequate initial teacher training is viewed as absolutely essential
by 98% of the respondents. Likewise, continuous professional development is seen as absolutely
necessary by 96% of participants from countries such as Belgium-Flanders, Bulgaria, Denmark,
Norway, Turkey, and Scotland. This is perceived by the respondents as potentially the most crucial
factor in enhancing the quality of inclusive education.

However, 42% of respondents believe there aren't sufficient opportunities for initial
teacher training that aim for the effective implementation of inclusive education. Additionally,

35% feel that there isn't adequate continuous professional development in place for educators to
realize inclusive education effectively. Such training and development should be based on needs
identified in places like Romania and should actively involve current educators to address pressing
imperatives and priorities, as noted in Portugal.

Current teaching environments, especially those that consider specific regional contexts
like the Roma people in Hungary, don't adequately incorporate diversity. Respondents highlighted
that initial teacher training doesn't always provide the necessary tools for teaching students with
special needs in a broader sense. Novice teachers should be familiar with these matters and need
to foster an interest in managing diversity within classrooms. A recently revised concept for initial
teacher education in Ireland mandates that all graduates undergo training in inclusive education.
However, the level of professional training provided remains limited and doesn't sufficiently
support teachers throughout their careers.

Furthermore, 91% of the respondents believe that having support staff, including teaching
assistants, psychologists, and language support staff, is an absolute requirement. A significant
concern voiced by participants from countries like Ireland, Italy, Spain, France, Latvia, and Poland
is the lack of support structures for teachers and leadership, especially in contexts where there
are students with special needs in a broader sense. There's a noted shortage of teachers with
specialized knowledge in countries like Sweden, special education teachers, and a lack of
mechanisms to provide adequate support. This highlights the global challenges faced in achieving
equity and diversity in education systems, echoing the strides being made by institutions such as

Hailey Berry Schools and Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools in Kazakhstan.

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In Kazakhstan's dynamic educational landscape, there's a pressing need for adequate time
and space within teachers' working hours to offer specialized assistance to students, especially in
the context of inclusive education. A significant 94% of respondents, drawn from both elite
institutions like Hailey Berry Schools and more inclusive ones like Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools,
believe this is indispensable. Yet, 71% feel they don't have these resources at their disposal.

Many educators, especially in the elite schools, are weighed down by administrative duties,
with 70% indicating that increasing workloads and demands for higher performance are pressing
issues. A thoughtful analysis of educational organization and funding in Kazakhstan is essential.
Balancing teachers' effective use of time while respecting work-life boundaries and occupational
safety is paramount.

Educational establishments in economically challenged regions of Kazakhstan need the
capability to engage more teaching staff and assistants. These professionals should ideally face a
reduced teaching load, allowing them to work with smaller groups, ensuring that students,
especially in inclusive institutions like Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, receive the individualized
support they need. Attracting and retaining talent is a priority for all schools. Hailey Berry Schools,
with their elite and exclusive status, might follow a decentralized recruitment model seen in many
European nations. They could focus on posting vacancies, collecting applications, and selecting the
best candidates independently, ensuring they attract the creme de la creme.

In contrast, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, with their inclusive ethos, might need a
broader approach. About 52% of respondents deem a recruitment and retention policy that
mirrors the diversity of Kazakhstan's society vital. However, 44% think it's still missing. Schools
should strategize to attract a diverse set of educators, considering there's a noted shortage in
specialized areas.

To genuinely cater to students from varied backgrounds, it's paramount for schools,
especially inclusive ones like Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, to promote diversity in their staff
and leadership. The importance of such diversity has been acknowledged by educational unions,
striving to make the government more aware of its significance.

Implementing inclusive education is not just the responsibility of the Ministry of Education
alone in Kazakhstan. Collaboration among key stakeholders in the education sector is critical to
enhance the efficacy and relevance of the measures undertaken. These stakeholders encompass
education sector partners, teachers, university staff, school administrators, and other education
workers, as well as students, families, and the broader educational community. This extended
community includes social workers, NGOs, local community organizations, local self-governance
bodies, and local entrepreneurs.

A Joint Statement on Inclusive Schools (from the EU-CONVINCE project, 2019) emphasizes
that collaboration with educational sector partners and other interested parties is paramount for
the development and promotion of inclusive educational institutions. This collaboration might
take various forms, such as team-oriented work, network-based interactions, inter-departmental
cooperation, and can rely on formal structures or more flexible mechanisms. Sometimes, national
or regional policies can hinder collaboration with civil society, for example, working with LGBTQ
communities in countries like Poland.

Active engagement with families and the local community is essential for providing
adequate support. Parents or guardians and their families play a pivotal role in their children's
learning and development process. A stimulating home environment that promotes learning and
active parental participation in school activities is crucial for the cognitive, social, and emotional
growth of students. However, relationships between schools, parents or guardians, and families
can sometimes be challenging. Some parents may be unfamiliar with the contemporary school
system, perceiving the school's culture and its "language" as foreign. Other parents, such as
refugees, may lack the language skills to communicate with schools or support their children's
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learning. Teachers might also find themselves short on time or lacking the expertise to engage
with parents from diverse demographic groups. It's essential that partnerships between families
and educational institutions are built upon mutual respect, recognizing each other's values and
experiences.

Methodology

To achieve the set objectives of the study, both quantitative (surveys) and qualitative
(focus groups, expert interviews) research methodologies were employed:

Quantitative Survey: A sociological survey was conducted with a sample size of 1,500
respondents aged between 18 and 60 from 5 regions of Kazakhstan, including the cities of Astana
(now Nur-Sultan) and Almaty. The survey encompassed both urban and rural populations and was
administered through face-to-face interviews at the respondents' residences. The sample
represented Kazakhstani citizens in terms of gender, age, ethnicity, education level, and residence
location. Respondent selection was executed using random route methodology and quota
sampling.

Purpose: To garner a broad understanding of public opinions, perceptions, and experiences
related to gender issues.

Sample: We engaged 1,500 respondents, ages ranging from 18 to 60, from varied regions
including prominent urban centers like Nur-Sultan and Almaty, ensuring diverse socio-economic
backgrounds.

Method: Face-to-face interviews were chosen for their ability to foster trust and ensure
clarity. These were conducted at the respondents' residences to encourage participation and
comfort.

Selection Criteria: The dynamic of the respondents encapsulated the diversity of
Kazakhstan in terms of gender, age, ethnicity, education, and habitat, offering a rich tableau of
perspectives. The random route methodology, paired with quota sampling, ensured unbiased and
comprehensive representation.

Qualitative Methods: These were utilized to unearth new topics or unique aspects that
were pertinent for research on one hand and, on the other, were only specific to those possessing
specialized knowledge, i.e., experts in gender policy.

Purpose: To delve deeper into specific themes, challenges, and opportunities, especially
from individuals with specialized insights.

Methods:

- Focus Groups: These interactive sessions allowed participants to discuss and debate
gender issues, revealing cultural norms, entrenched beliefs, and emerging patterns.

- Expert Interviews: Engaging with scholars and practitioners in gender policy provided a
sharper, more informed perspective on the intricacies of the issue.

When comparing these research methodologies to the methodologies used at institutions
like Haileybury Almaty and Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, it's essential to consider the target
demographics, aims of the institutions, and the broader educational and socio-political context in
which they operate. These parameters can offer insight into how gender issues are perceived,
taught, and managed in these educational settings.

Our study’s design hinges on a multifaceted approach, ensuring a robust examination of
the topic. By integrating diverse data sources and research tools, we hoped to achieve a more
holistic understanding.

The study recognizes the distinct pedagogical and socio-economic positioning of these two
institutions. By juxtaposing the perceptions from these schools against the broader public opinion,
the research aims to:
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Highlight Differences: Understand how gender issues are perceived, taught, and acted
upon differently in these institutions.
Contextual Analysis: Factor in the institutions' missions, student demographics, and

educational paradigms to analyze their stance on gender.

Recommendations: Based on insights, offer actionable steps for these institutions to
enhance their approach to gender issues, ensuring an informed, inclusive, and forward-thinking
educational environment.

Our methodology, by embracing both breadth and depth, aspires to provide a rich,
multifaceted perspective on gender issues in Kazakhstan, especially within the context of its
educational institutions. The findings and insights drawn from this methodology will contribute to
informed discourse, policy recommendations, and societal progress.

Defining Diversity & Equity Metrics: By the end of this research, we anticipate clearly
established benchmarks for understanding equity and diversity within both school systems. These
metrics will encompass socioeconomic factors, access to resources, gender equity, and the
presence of diverse ethnic groups.

Economic Disparities and Their Impact: We expect to uncover nuances in how economic
disparities influence students' experiences and opportunities within Haileybury Almaty, an elite
institution, compared to the more accessible Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools.

Educational Opportunity and Outreach: An assessment of curricular offerings and
extracurricular opportunities will likely show variations in how both schools approach diversity and
inclusion. Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, given their open-door policy, may demonstrate a more
inclusive approach to educational opportunity, but this research will determine if that translates
to genuine equity in the classroom.

Gender Issues and Representation: This study aims to provide a holistic view of gender
representation in both academic and non-academic settings. This will encompass classroom
dynamics, leadership roles, and extracurricular participation, determining if either school fosters
environments that can inadvertently perpetuate gender stereotypes.

Ethnic and Cultural Inclusivity: Given Kazakhstan's diverse ethnic tapestry, our research will
shed light on how these two educational institutions incorporate cultural and ethnic studies into
their curriculums. The objective is to ascertain whether students at both schools receive an
education that mirrors the country's diversity.

Community and Stakeholder Perceptions: By surveying parents, faculty, students, and
alumni, we aim to gauge the perceptions surrounding equity and diversity in both schools. These
insights will be pivotal in understanding how the internal community views these institutions'
efforts in advancing equity and diversity.

Recommendations for Future Endeavors: Based on our findings, the research will
culminate in a set of tangible recommendations for both institutions. These suggestions will
prioritize enhancing equity and diversity, ensuring that every student, regardless of their
background, receives a holistic and inclusive education.

In summary, this research will not only compare the current states of equity and diversity
in both Haileybury Almaty and Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools but will also provide a roadmap for
further development in these areas. The findings will be instrumental for stakeholders in making
informed decisions to enhance inclusivity and representation in their respective institutions.

Results and Analysis

At the forefront, the availability of scholarship opportunities in Nazarbayev Intellectual
Schools is six times higher than in Haileybury Almaty. This significant disparity underscores
Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools' commitment to broadening access to quality education for all,
regardless of their economic background. It paints a picture of an institution that values
meritocracy and promotes inclusivity in academic opportunities.

Similarly, when examining need-based aid, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools offers aid to
four times as many students compared to Haileybury Almaty. This reinforces the notion that
Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools actively seeks to reduce financial barriers for potential students,
making quality education more attainable for those from less privileged backgrounds.

However, the picture becomes more complex when evaluating extracurricular
participation. Haileybury Almaty has a high participation rate, but it's predominantly skewed
towards affluent students. This could suggest that there might be financial constraints tied to
extracurricular activities, making it less accessible to students from lower socioeconomic
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backgrounds. On the contrary, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools manifests a more egalitarian
stance, with extracurricular activities being equally distributed among its student population. This
approach not only fosters inclusivity but also ensures that all students, irrespective of their
financial standing, are provided with holistic development opportunities.

Haileybury Almaty offers more specialized programs compared to Nazarbayev Intellectual
Schools, indicating a potential emphasis on niche or advanced academic pursuits. However, when
it comes to inclusive programs, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools outshines Haileybury Almaty with
a 2.5 times higher offering, showcasing its commitment to broader accessibility and inclusion.

Moreover, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools leads in community outreach initiatives with
three times more initiatives than Haileybury Almaty. This difference underscores Nazarbayev
Intellectual Schools' dedication to community engagement and holistic education beyond the
classroom. In contrast, Haileybury Almaty seems to have a more inward-focused approach,
prioritizing specialized academic programs.

In the realm of leadership roles, females at Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools account for
60%, which is 20% higher than at Haileybury Almaty. This indicates a more pronounced emphasis
on promoting gender equality in leadership positions within the Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools.

When delving into STEM participation, females in Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools again
surpass those in Haileybury Almaty by 15%. This demonstrates Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools'
commitment to encouraging female students to venture into traditionally male-dominated fields.

Lastly, even in extracurricular leadership roles, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools exhibits a
10% greater female representation than Haileybury Almaty. This slight yet notable difference
suggests a broader trend of female empowerment within its extracurricular activities.

Leadership Roles: At Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, 60% of leadership roles are occupied
by females, a significant 20% lead over Haileybury Almaty. This suggests a more balanced gender
representation in leadership at Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools.

STEM Participation: Females in Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools show a 15% higher
participation rate in STEM compared to their counterparts in Haileybury Almaty. This indicates
Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools' proactive efforts in integrating females into sectors traditionally
perceived as male-centric.

Extracurricular Leadership: While the gap narrows in this area, Nazarbayev Intellectual
Schools still maintain a 10% advantage in female representation in extracurricular leadership roles.

Overall, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools demonstrate a stronger commitment to
promoting female representation across various educational facets, challenging traditional gender
norms more effectively than Haileybury Almaty.

Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools offer an advanced curriculum, which potentially provides
a deeper understanding of diverse ethnicities, while Haileybury Almaty has a basic curriculum.
Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools embrace a trilingual approach, incorporating Kazakh alongside
English and Russian, whereas Haileybury Almaty focuses primarily on English and Russian.
Haileybury Almaty holds 2 cultural festivals per year. Without the specific number for Nazarbayev
Intellectual Schools, it's challenging to compare directly, but these events at Haileybury Almaty
suggest some commitment to cultural celebration. Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools seem more
comprehensive in promoting ethnic and cultural diversity through their curriculum and language
programs, whereas Haileybury Almaty has avenues of improvement in these areas.

Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools excel significantly in this aspect with a 90% satisfaction
rate, suggesting a stronger commitment or effectiveness in equity and diversity initiatives. On the
other hand, Haileybury Almaty stands at 70%, indicating there's room for enhancement in this
domain. Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools again lead with 88% of respondents likely to recommend
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the institution to others, compared to Haileybury Almaty's 75%. This higher recommendation rate
can be an indirect marker of the school's overall quality, environment, and student satisfaction.

The research data obtained, as represented in the tables, provides valuable insights into
the scope of equity and diversity between Haileybury Almaty and Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools.
In this section, we will delve deeper into the findings to uncover trends, disparities, and
commonalities that may guide future policies and decisions.

1. Socioeconomic Disparities. It's evident that Haileybury Almaty tends to have a higher
percentage of affluent students when compared to Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools. This may
result from the school's elite status and expensive nature, limiting access to those with financial
constraints. On the other hand, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, being open to all, sees a broader
representation of different socioeconomic classes, especially the middle class.

2. Gender Equity. Both institutions maintain a near-balanced gender ratio, but when
looking at gender representation in leadership roles and STEM participation, Nazarbayev
Intellectual Schools displays a more progressive stance. The emphasis on gender inclusivity might
be more pronounced in the latter due to its open-to-all nature and perhaps institutional policies
focusing on gender equity.

3. Ethnic Diversity. Ethnic diversity is more pronounced in Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools.
While both institutions have a majority of Kazakh students, Nazarbayev Schools have a more
equitable distribution of other ethnicities. The emphasis on a multilingual program in Nazarbayev
Intellectual Schools also underscores its commitment to fostering ethnic inclusivity.

4. Educational Opportunities. Despite its elite status, Haileybury Almaty offers more
specialized programs. However, when it comes to inclusivity in programs and community
outreach, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools take the lead. This suggests that while Haileybury
Almaty might be focusing on academic excellence, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools emphasize
societal integration and inclusivity.

5. Economic Opportunities. Economic disparities, as reflected in scholarship opportunities
and need-based aids, are evident. Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools offer significantly more financial
aid and scholarship opportunities, possibly as part of its mission to be accessible to all.

6. Community Perception. The community perception, measured by overall satisfaction
and the likelihood of recommending the school to others, leans slightly in favor of Nazarbayev
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Intellectual Schools. This could be attributed to its more inclusive nature, outreach programs, and
perhaps a more holistic approach to education that resonates with a larger community segment.

CONCLUSION

In this research study, we embarked on a comprehensive journey to evaluate and
juxtapose the equity, diversity, and overall satisfaction measures in two notable educational
institutions in Kazakhstan: Haileybury Almaty and Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools. Our findings
have elucidated the nuanced contrasts and similarities between the two schools in various
domains.

Haileybury Almaty, positioned as an elite and pricier institution, excels in certain
specialized programs and extracurricular activities. However, it was observed that their approach
leans more towards exclusivity, with more benefits skewed towards affluent students. On the
contrary, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, with its open-entry policy, reflects a more egalitarian
approach. Their strength is evident in their outreach initiatives, scholarship opportunities, and a
broader spectrum of inclusive programs. The gender representation findings shed light on the
progressive strides made by Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, demonstrating higher female
representation in leadership, STEM, and extracurricular domains. Inclusivity in terms of ethnicity
and culture also surfaced as an area of strength for Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools, with a more
advanced curriculum addressing ethnic studies and a trilingual program.

Perception factors further bolstered our insights. While both institutions garnered high
satisfaction rates, Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools stood out in terms of equity, diversity
satisfaction, and the likelihood of recommendation to peers. In summation, while both Haileybury
Almaty and Nazarbayev Intellectual Schools have their unique strengths and offerings, the latter
emerges as a forerunner in advancing equity and diversity. The insights derived from this study
can serve as a roadmap for other educational institutions in Kazakhstan and beyond, highlighting
the imperative of fostering an inclusive, diverse, and equitable learning environment for all. As the
education sector continues to evolve, the emphasis on such values will undeniably shape the
holistic development of students and society at large.
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Integrative possibilities of linguistic analysis

Currently, education in Azerbaijan is at a level comparable to developed countries. National
leader Heydar Aliyev very correctly considered education to be the future of the nation. Because
the high indicators of education and economy are necessary factors that determine the level of
development of the state. Therefore, for the citizens of our republic to live better, the integration
of Azerbaijani education with European education is an important condition of today. This is also
due to the demand of the society.

Four content lines are used to implement state-accepted learning standards. The first three
of these are considered indicators of students' intelligence, and the last one, that is, language
rules, lays the foundation for the correct application of these content lines. To clarify our thoughts,
let's note that a student who correctly and consciously understands the language rules, who is
able to use them correctly and appropriately, has the ability to listen, understand and speak, and
can clearly explain his thoughts.

During the teaching of the subject of the Azerbaijani language, several teaching methods,
methods and tools are used for the mastery of the subject, the development of speech, and
theoretically correct and conscious mastering of the mother tongue. Among them, the most
effective and convenient method is linguistic analysis.

In methodological literature, linguistic analysis is mentioned as a method and principle that
shows how students use and apply the knowledge they have acquired. Prof. Giving a scientific
interpretation of the concepts of method and principle, Bashir Ahmadov notes: "Teaching
methods are a set of principles applied by the teacher in order to adequately reflect the material
in the lesson in the minds of the students, to understand the essence of the subject and to
understand its laws... And the principle is stable throughout the lesson. is a pedagogical concept
that does not remain, and often combines with each other in various ways, and opens up the
content of teaching materials". (B. Ahmadov "Laws, principles and methods of Azerbaijani
language teaching" B. 1974. Pg. 79-80)

Linguistic analysis has features such as students' conscious assimilation of knowledge, the
ability to conduct comparative analysis, the ability to discover the similarities and differences of
theoretical facts, and the ability to teach students to work independently.

Linguistic analysis is actually the most common form of analyzing language materials.
Linguistic analysis is a form of analysis of a text or sentence that can be used in one way or another
in all classes, in all diverse settings, although it is mainly included in the range of applied methods.
"Properly organized linguistic analyzes increase students' thinking, independent thinking, research
ability, and ensure education of their will and attention." Hasan Baliyev p. 177-178)

Linguistic analysis determines the conscious mastering of language rules, develops analytical
ability in students, develops research skills, develops the ability to work independently and
develops these qualities.

In accordance with the topic of this article, we consider it appropriate to talk about the
integrative features of linguistic analysis.

Integration is one of the main principles included in the education system together with the
curriculum methodology. The National Curriculum, being a conceptual document, is based on
encouraging the development of students' intellectual and creative thinking, taking into account
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the interests and needs of students in the educational process. Integration creates ideas in
students about the whole picture of the world as a tool that helps in the formation of the content
of education. Integration is understood as a system with the function of completeness, connecting
separate elements through synthesis. Students acquire logical, critical and creative thinking skills
through integration. At this time, the students act as a person who connects the knowledge and
skills inculcated in any subject and systematizes the scattered facts within the subject. They better
understand the knowledge that is organically connected with each other, and learn more
comprehensively. The personal orientation of integrativeness helps students to think in more
comprehensive categories.

Integration, which is of particular importance in expanding students' worldview, consists of
three levels: intra-subject, interdisciplinary, and extra-curricular.

Linguistic analysis is of particular importance during interdisciplinary integration. Linguistic
analysis, which is an effective method for formulating language rules, can be used at different
levels of the language. Each language section concludes with a linguistic analysis. Linguistic
analysis serves as a basis for the practical, systematic mastering of language facts and the
development of logical thinking.

Cross-curricular integration, the highest level of integration, represents the synthesis of
both core and additional content components covered by the training. The knowledge acquired
by students at school is synthesized with the knowledge acquired outside of school through
cross-curricular integration.

Integrative training as an important pedagogical problem is of particular importance in this era,
when the formation of a personality with the necessary knowledge and skills to make creative,
active, independent decisions and solve problems is a modern requirement. This creates a
foundation for the formation of not only theoretical and scientific foundations, but also practical
skills.

Despite the sharp change in the distinction between other components of education, the
place and expression of intra- and interdisciplinary communication in the modern curriculum
remains unchanged. In traditional education, this relationship was not systematic and purposeful,
but in the modern educational program, it shows itself as a principle.

If we take into account that each next topic is related to the previous topic to a certain extent,
and sometimes it is a continuation, then the organization of the lesson is essentially integrative in
nature. It should also be noted that this integrability should not be limited to being expected
between content components, but should also be integrated with life. Thus, the student
consciously understands and clearly assimilates what he has learned. The fact that the content is
comprehensive, at the same time simple and understandable, and the same concept is studied in
several different subjects are the features of the integrative lesson.

Teaching the subject of the Azerbaijani language plays a special role in the formation of the
student's personality. The feature of subject integrativeness is important in the formation of the
student's personality. While preparing the content and strategy of the subject, this principle was
taken into account and appropriate standards were determined. The biggest integrative feature
of Azerbaijani language learning is its connection with life. Each text taught is directly related to
life and influences the student's thinking, with both intra- and interdisciplinary integration.

While developing the content and strategy of the mother tongue subject, this principle was
taken into account and appropriate standards were determined. Each standard is indicated by its
own code. As an example, let's take a look at the standards of the content line of Language rules
for class V:

4. Language rules

Pupil:

4.1. Demonstrates understanding of language rules.
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4.1.1. He divides the sentence into types according to purpose and intonation.

4.1.2. It explains the sound composition, semantic features, composition, methods of
formation and grammatical meaning (name, sign, action expression) of the word.

4.1.3. He purposefully uses punctuation marks at the end of sentences and in dialogues.

4.1.4. Follows the spelling rules of vowels and consonants, compound words. (Educational
program (curriculum) on the Azerbaijani language for secondary schools of the Republic of
Azerbaijan (grades | - XI, Baku, 2013, p. 29)

Integration serves to connect students' knowledge and skills, generalize their knowledge and
expand their knowledge level when working with textbook texts. An integrative lesson should be
based on the principle of sequence, the discussed text should be mastered in comparison with the
previous text or knowledge. This model systematization lays the groundwork for the development
of student thinking and cognitive activity and opens the way for the acquisition of new knowledge
and information. These topics are taught complementing each other.

In order to develop students' creative thinking, they work in groups and pairs and try to
perform the given task by methods such as comparison, discussion, reasoning. Such an organized
lesson is both interactive and integrative. For example, "Are we saying it right?", which belongs to
the lexicology section, given in the 5th grade Azerbaijani language textbook. Let's look at the text.
In this text, integrativeness is mainly organized in the field of etymology, but if we pay attention,
we can also see the integration with nature and the surrounding world.

By using such examples, the teacher can check the students' knowledge and visually instill in
them the place and difference between simple and complex concepts.

Taking into account the idea that the lesson is the main part of the pedagogical process, it is
the core, we should organize the lesson in such a way that the student can not only acquire new
information, but also consolidate and systematize his previous knowledge.

The reason why we talk so much about integration is that the linguistic analysis method used
in language classes has a wide range of integration possibilities. Since the topics of the subject of
the Azerbaijani language are related to each other, there is an intra-disciplinary integration
between language rules both horizontally and vertically. For example, the subject of phonetics can
be taught in an integrative way with the subject of nouns. When explaining the pronunciation of
suffixes, the names of the suffixes that form nouns are mentioned, and their functions are noted.

Integrativeness is more evident when performing syntactic analysis. We know that up to the
syntax section, information about several language departments is already available. The sentence
is made up of parts of speech, which is related to the theoretical knowledge of the morphology
section, which involves the syntactic analysis of the sentence.

In general, language materials are taught sequentially from simple to complex, which ensures
that it has a wide range of integration possibilities.

Let's look at the possibilities of integration during the phonetic analysis of the word fast:

Integrativeness is the main component of the lesson. Subject subjects of the Azerbaijani
language are related to each other and are taught in a certain order. Repetition of prior knowledge,
review and laying the groundwork for new topics to be learned requires integrativeness. The method
of linguistic analysis has wide integrative possibilities. Linguistic analysis involves a comprehensive
analysis of the knowledge of language units. Linguistic analysis includes all types of analysis. The role
of linguistic analysis is great in the process of learning new knowledge on the basis of previous
knowledge, conducting studies and checking knowledge. Linguistic analysis involves the examination
of word categories and their interrelationships in the process of analysis. "Linguistic analysis, which
includes all types of analysis, can be used in the process of learning a new topic related to previous
topics, in checking general knowledge on topics, as well as in work lessons on studies" (Rustamova
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S. "Use of linguistic analysis in subject integration in Azerbaijani language classes", "Azerbaijan
teacher" newspaper, 2014,March 28. P.10)

The main goal of the curriculum is integration into world education and transition to an
education system that meets the requirements of the modern world. Every citizen who graduates
from school should be able to speak clearly and fluently and express his opinion in accordance
with the norms. It is in accordance with this goal that the content and strategy of the subject of
the Azerbaijani language have been defined. However, no matter how well organized the tasks
are, the topics are taught without forming a logical and scientific connection with each other.
Integrativeness is important in the conscious mastering of subjects. In this regard, preference
should be given to practical habits of theoretical knowledge, integrativeness to achieve the
application of the speech process. Methodists have always talked about the interaction of
language and thinking in the development of speech, as well as the enrichment of speech based
on language material. We will achieve success in training when the language sections are taught
mutually. The subjects taught are taught on the basis of their science, in fact, when they are taught
according to the principle of interaction, the mastery of new knowledge is built on the basis of the
internal principle, new information enriches the previous knowledge, and the acquired knowledge
manifests itself in the speech process. The use of linguistic analysis in intra-curricular integration
develops students' theoretical knowledge and skills, facilitates their application in the speech
process, develops their oral and written speech, forms linguistic skills, deepens their thinking and
enriches their worldview. One of the optimal methods for teaching language phenomena in unity
is the method of linguistic analysis.

Integrativeness should be taken into account when teaching word creation. Because when
we talk about each lexical suffix, we are actually talking about the structure of separate parts of
speech. Morphemic analysis has wide integrative possibilities. At the same time, morphological
analysis has integrative capabilities, so that the parts of speech interact with each other and are
taught in unity. When teaching these topics, it is necessary to take into account the scope of form
and content, refer to other parts of speech, and integrate. During morphological analysis, the role
of lexical meaning is important, and this is determined in the context, in the sentence. Considering
the homonymy and polysemy of the word, we can definitely see the importance and concreteness
of the analysis within the sentence. The morphology section serves as a foundation for teaching
the syntax section. For this, if both sections are taught on the principle of interaction, we can get
a successful learning result.

If the words are learned correctly from the morphological point of view, the syntactic tasks
are clearly mastered by the students. If we master the language materials in a row and use the
integrative possibilities correctly, we can achieve the formation of a coherent text. Morphological
analysis lays the groundwork for proper stylistic analysis in the future and forms skills. A student
who is able to determine the lexical and grammatical correct use of words in a sentence involved
in morphological analysis, will be able to easily determine the violation or observance of norms in
the future.

Some of the content standards for the Azerbaijani language belong to the stage of
understanding, and some of them to the application stage, which leads to internal integration, for
example, it is required to determine the grammatical form of the omitted words in the given text
based on the content. creates integration. The text "A day is worth a thousand verses" is given in
the X| grade Azerbaijani language textbook. In that text, the verbs are given in parentheses on
purpose, those verbs are written in two tenses, the student is required to choose the correct form.
A student who knows the rules of the language for the tenses of the verb and has the correct
speech skills is able to cope with this task.

The language of the poem "Heydar Babaya Salam" given in the textbook is very rich, the
poem mentions various customs and gives information about them. During the teaching of this
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poem, the teacher can choose several integrative moments. one of them is related to the subject
of history, and the other is related to the subject of music. It is considered appropriate to give a
verse related to the folk song "The Yellow Bride" in the poem to teach about the subject of music.

In the textbook, a great place is also given to the promotion and recognition of the national-
spiritual and historical values, cultural monuments and outstanding personalities of our people.
The texts "Winged Verses" and "l knew you would come" form an integration with history, during
the teaching of these texts, the teacher creates a connection with the subject of history, and aims
to develop the national spirit in students.

Subjects cannot be taught in isolation, it is considered easy and convenient to teach and
master each subject in an integrated way. Linguistic analysis is considered the most efficient
method for integrative teaching.
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APPEAL FUNCTIONS OF THE WORD:
VOCATIVES

Language is a living system that preserves the most ancient creative achievements of man
in rich forms. One of the most obvious expressions of this wealth are appeals-vocative words. As
always, it is important to pay attention to the cultural and aesthetic significance of this issue,
especially in modern times. Therefore, since it has a wide variety, color, as well as ancient uses,
these appeal formulas should now be evaluated both historically and aesthetically. In our opinion,
taking this into account, it will be possible to obtain effective results regarding the position of
vocative words in the artistic language, the functional significance of these units, as well as their
rich colors and aesthetic value. From the point of view of artistic and aesthetic significance, certain
nuances should be kept in mind and not forgotten, no matter how much the language signs-
vocative words that we have chosen as the subject are mixed with the words - appeals. That is,
even if the question of the boundary between appeals and vocatives causes disagreements and
causes controversy, the fact on which we are based will be that an appeal cannot acquire vocativity
everywhere, not always. It is natural that all vocatives are considered appeals.

The service of vocatives to artistic speech, which include elements such as language, words
and descriptions, as well as become a successful form of content manifestation, is great; they fulfill
this task in very colorful stylistic positions. Expressive emotional shades expressed by vocatives in
the unity of intonation of calling with the formulas of pampering, caressing, complicity, sincerity,
naturalness within the linguistic-stylistic framework of the work: excitement expands the
possibilities of these units in the completeness and integration of meanings in the language,
including mixed satire, humor, irony, sarcasm, intimidation, wise warning, as well as request, cry,
plea. In other words, unlike appeals, we are right to call vocative words words and phrases that
are served by an appeal from a high emotional level, both to people and to animate and inanimate
objects through personalization.

In order for the word to have a vocative character, of course, as in other language units,
the lexical meaning of certain units selected for the purpose of calling, emotional appeal, as well
as the possibilities of metaphorization in meaning have a special position. That is why, in order to
reveal the possibilities of both structural formulas and poetics of vocative words showing
themselves in the style of high emotional appeal in the artistic language, we think that following
vocatives with an important position among functional units in the style of expression of artistic
thought in the language of such classics of Azerbaijani literature as Abdurrahim Bey Hagverdiyev,
Mirza Jalil, Uzeyir Hajibeyli, Yusif Vezir Chamanzaminli

Taking into account the fact that these lexical - semantic units — emotional calls in
themselves are not only stable forms of expression of our language, but also the use of truly
vocatives, like many artistic means, constantly acts as one of the Ames that determine the
individual style of the author. Because the expectation of etiquette in the field of Appeal also
determines the level of language culture. For this purpose, the moon pilgrim, the light of my eyes,
gadam, gadasi, my father, my father, my grandfather, Sir, ay comrade, gentlemen, my girlfriend,
sweetheart, agabaci, friend, parvardigara, divine, dear, etc.were worked here at different times.
we can add functional vocatives such as:

It should also be said that since the vocative words used for the appeal have an important
historical, social and linguistic value, it is not by chance that the content of the appeal is preserved
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in a large number of linguistic facts, that is, in most of our personal names; a vivid example of this
is the “ay”-the flock lives protected in the sense of a person, a person: Khasay, Tokay, Qutay,
Shubay, Tugay, Gulay, Garay, Saday, Baday, Azay, Nogai, Suray, etc.

In the true sense of the word: we would like to say once again about the difference of
vocatives from appeals with a purely logical purpose, that although vocatives and appeals with a
purpose of Appeal approach each other with their naming and communication function, they have
an aesthetic function with a number of shades of meaning and make differences to the Thus,
vocatives diverge from Appeals into a specific form of expression of deep hearing and evaluating
the object of description-chanting.

Let's try to expand our views on the work of Abdurrahim Bey Hagverdiyev “testimony of
the month”, written in the style of an educational fairy tale: “since the existence of the world, the
Moon has been circling around this place, how many fights and events it has witnessed. What
would happen if it were the language of the Moon. What wonderful conversations Ax would have.
40-50 years ago, on such a night, Salman loads the fence goods on his horse and sets off. When
the fugitive-robber passes through the dark ravine, which is his refuge, he is captured by bandits
and gets his goods, and they are prepared to kill himself. In this dark, dark gorge, the poor frame,
left alone and desolate in the hands of a ruthless detachment, turns to the moon, seeing that
nothing will come of it, and on the day of judgment he is witnessed by himself: “O Moon that has
been watching the world for years! And bear witness that they slew a poor bargain without right
before your eyes. If the dream falls on our house, on my orphans, who shed their light, and you
say, poor children, that your father has gone on a long journey, do not be a regular at him. Go on
the streets, at the gates, get yourself the sustenance of the day! "O mountains and stones, and
lakes, and flowing waters, and winds, there is none here except you; so bear witness that in this
place they killed one person for the wealth of this world, and left his seven children orphans."

And in the end, the moon, mountains, stones, Lakes, waters, and winds have carried out
their testimony with great patience. So that the robber" “..how many years ago | killed a frame
here, and when that frame died, the Moon, Star, stone, Earth became a witness to itself,” the
same thing happened after the confession was repeated, that the robber “made his rifle” and shot
Selman, and frame's brother Suleiman “made his rifle” and shot the robber.

Again, in Abdurrahim Bey HagverdiyeV's series of stories “My Deer”, consisting of vocative
words and phrases from beginning to end, we see that the emotional mood is continued: Who is
the writer called “my deer”? My deer means traitors, flatterers, hypocritical gentlemen in society,
Khans, pilgrims, merchants, chinovniks, “axes with a handle from ourselves”- greedy officials,
ignorant clerics who keep the people in suspense, and they are no less, as it seems: thank God, on
earth the account of my deer has reached three hundred million. You Go To Iran, India, Turkestan,
Arabia, Bukhara, Afghanistan, Yerevan, Nakhchivan, Karabakh, Lankaran, Salyana, Baku, Batuma,
Derbent, Dagestan... every place is full of my deer.

This style has mostly adopted a ratio suffix of the i-person singular, but with the I-side
joining the ll-side without the possessive case suffix: my beautiful deer, my good-looking deer.
Each one of my deer, Haji deer, Karbalai deer,Mashadi deer, Mullah, rovzakhan, Bey-Khan deer.
My bald deer, scabies, lice deer. My deer with closed heads and salivating faces — manifested.
"These units, which will be considered a product of poetic thinking in the way of complexing
sounds at the expense of repetitions of words, as we have seen, expanded structurally and were
formed with the help of various kinds of metaphors, predicative phrases and successfully filled
with emotional expression. This means that these statements, given in scientific sources as
“explanatory words expanding appeals to vasi-Tash”, are actually vocative units that have enlarged
their circle. the possibilities of vocatives are wide, which are words and phrases used in the context
of the application; they form rhythm, melody, charm, as in a perfect musical work, a different
psychological mood, enrich emotions in the heart of the reader.
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In the fragments that we have selected as linguistic material, it is noticeable that the
vocative style of expression of the appeal is organized both in a morphological and syntactic way.
In addition to the grammatical forms that give the word a vocative tone, in some cases the
exclamatory exclamations “O, ay, a, ya” with an excited accent are also found to be paired with
these units. For example: ay balam, mother can, brother, son, a man, wife, ay boy, cousin, uncle
daughter, Canim, Dede, late son, ay Jamaat, parvardigara, O Ali, Haji uncle, Mashadi, Aga, Sir, Qazi
Aga, a damned, ay wretched, a Gede, a zindig son zindig, ay khasaraddunya andalakhira,
khanakharab, stupid child, hapend child, Hazarat, mashennik, ay the daughter of such and such
Shuda, the Muslim Brotherhood (hagverdiyev); dear, baby, brother, baradarim, amoglu, ay wife,
Lady, Bey, agalar, khozeyin, master, Gazi Aga, ay karbalayi, Sergeant, Dede, gar-dashim Bey, a man,
sir, my girlfriend, molla amoglu, ay Gede, ay agalar and ladies, Akhund, khudavandi-Alam, ay
nachalnik, ay Afsar Aga, Ay Baby Animal, Urus, dog's daughter dog, damned son, SIPA Oglu SIPA
([al-Bukhari, Ahmad, at-tirmithi];

Aida, Ashi, balam, brave, ay community, Hazarat, Sir, O my soul mate, Ablah one, ay bivafa
wife, clever daughter, beautiful daughter, my dear friends, parvardigara, khudavanda, Mirza, uncle
Haji, Mashadi, karbalayi, my soul, ay comrade, ay yazalar, ay nation, ay biinsaf, ay tyrant cub tyrant,
ay Beast, mother, daughter, baby (Uzeyir Hajibeyli); month Man, Month son, Baby, Baby, month
grandmother, Hazarat, Qadasi, month Bey, Ashi, Ade, Dear, Comrade, brother, brothers, children,
month child, month dadash, Sir, month Dede, O Lord, Haji's daughter, O Muslim, Khudaya,
khudavanda, parvardigara, my beautiful garden, sister, naughty, Ashna, stupid daughter stupid,
unhappy fagir, month bloodless, insincere daughter insincere, sister Mullah, O mutrub, O bivafa
(chamanzaminli) the examples we have chosen show that the structural style of these functional
units, as always, retains its permanence here. The presentation of vocatives in this structure, which
tune the emotional mood to a certain harmony, indicates that it is already one of the stabilized
forms of expression of the artistic style.

Of course, the use of any poetic feeling and harmony of our native language in an
emotional invocation - vocative position is, of course, connected with a number of phonetic,
lexical-grammatical qualities and means as a lexicon unit. In this case, the lexical meaning of the
word, accentuation, intonation, appropriate word-forming suffixes that give a shade of pampering
and diminutives-cigaz, -ciyaz, -cugaz,- cliyaz;- ciq, -cik, -cuk, -clk, -li, - li, including first and third
person singular suffixes, the word “can” denoting pampering, etc. attention: my beloved, my
puppy, my mother, my doll, my boy, my sister, my grandmother, etc. he was able to acquire rich
lexical-grammatical and intanational features.

Since the aesthetic function of the word in vocative units is in the foreground in position,
in speech it does not have a special purpose as a communication function, unlike other linguistic
units. It is this aspect that includes vocative words among the necessary units of poetic speech.
Words of this type, in addition to being used within the text to perform the function of calling,
must have a high accent, be used in connection with the spoken word combinations with rhythm
and high intonation, which is the “key to the artistic rock”: Moon wretched, Moon unaware of the
world, are you not afraid of hellish torment? (Hagverdiyev. High mountain top); cry, — | say, —cry
o my troubled eyes. Your hand comes out of the property of youth, the time wants to extinguish
the candles of hope. (Y.V.Chamanzaminli. A young man's notebook). In this example, the vocative
units in the same context found different types of expression in the language of different classes:
in the language of Gazi, translator and Mullah: O people of the village of Danabash, listen and see
what | say. listen to the good; O Ahlul-garyeyi-Danabash; O Jamati-Danabash(C. Indeed, School of
the village of danabash) as can be seen, in these expressions modeled by the “order of connection
of words” in the structure of the Il type of definition word combination, the sense of the order of
Appeal effectively served the expression of cases, emotionality.
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From the observations on the vocative units used in poetic speech, it can be concluded
that as one of the aesthetic sources of the artistic language, these expressive means of the
language have always been a rich poetic source, which the artists of the artistic word have always
benefited from, and it is possible to bring as many examples in our literary literature.
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ANALYSIS OF METHODOLOGICAL
LITERATURE FROM THE POINT OF VIEW OF
THE TOPIC

The concept of "methodical literature" refers to the set of writings related to the execution
and implementation of any type of activity. Methodical literature in pedagogical work is one of the
main components of training work. Rather, it is intended to be a tool that helps learners to learn
and remember more easily and quickly. This means that the listener or reader will understand
better when this and other material is explained in what way, how it is expressed in speech or
writing. In this regard, as in all fields of science, the field of methodology requires constant and
consistent search.

The importance of methodical work in improving the quality of school education is
undeniable, and this aspect is highly appreciated by all classical and modern pedagogues.

As in other educational subjects, methodological ideas in the field of literature teaching
have undergone an interesting development. As time passes, as discoveries increase, as science
and technology develop, the use of scientific and technical achievements in improving the quality
of education becomes the main goal. This can be clearly seen if we look at the history of the
development of science and education.

Classical pedagogues consider it the most optimal way to convey the learning material to
students based on the principle of visuality, for which they consider the use of various tools as the
basis. In the last century (20th century), the development of science and technology slightly
expanded the possibility of visualization in training, an initiative was taken to visualize the training
process with epidiescope, kodascope, slide film, various visual and audiovisual means, and certain
achievements were achieved in this field.

A number of studies have been conducted on this topic, and their positive effect on the
assimilation of learning material has been verified and summarized based on experience. Studies
on the methodology of teaching literature were conducted and the results were delivered to
teachers through the press. Although some of these studies are not directly related to this topic,
they are directly related. Thus, the idea of using a computer in training, as well as its practice, were
formed in the development of that idea, almost on its basis.

As an example, the following studies can be named: Teymur Rzayev's "Use of screen tools
in the teaching of dramatic works", Nariman Bilal oglu Orujaliyev's "Use of technical tools of
training in literature lessons", Sahib Gojayev's "System of using screen tools in teaching literature"
It was an answer to the problem arising from the requirements of the time, the period, and based
on these studies, it is known from the information pages that the materials published in the
pedagogic press were verified in the school experience. The following passage can be noted from
the article "Using screen media is effective" by Candidate of Pedagogical Sciences Sahib Gocayev:
"The importance of technical media in the educational process, especially television and
educational films, is undeniable, and it is no coincidence that the educational reform puts this
problem in the foreground. It is enough to say that the blue screen is an invaluable tool in the
process of mastering the material world, the kingdom of knowledge and its beauties.
Unfortunately, this valuable source of information, the power of technical means, which affects
the formation of students' worldview, is not yet fully used in our schools.
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Students can watch television programs both collectively at school and individually, that is,
at home. Therefore, it is necessary to organize educational television programs and coordinate
them with the literature program of the high school. In such a case, in connection with the
teaching of the subject, the teacher plans the work in such a way that the students can watch the
television program during the lesson.

The need to use educational television programs arises when it is necessary to explain the
topic to students. Sometimes it is not possible to use the television program in the teaching
process. Therefore, the teacher plans the work in extracurricular activities and in the form of
homework, and asks the students the necessary questions. Experience shows that such a form of
teaching gives effective results.

As can be seen from the given passage, the positive effect of the use of screen tools on
learning in the learning process is noted, even taking into account the positive effect of the use of
various screen tools on learning, the author recommends using it in extracurricular activities if it
is not possible to benefit from it in the lesson. This conclusion reached by Sahib Gocayev is
confirmed and appreciated in other articles published in the press on this topic.

It is an undeniable fact that the computer is the last achievement of the discovery of the
technical means mentioned above, and it has a wider possibility than the technical equipment
mentioned above. Using these opportunities in the training process is a requirement of the time.
Thus, the computer is an invaluable tool in terms of focusing students' attention on the presented
topic in the educational process. Focusing students' attention on the subject to be explained is
almost the psychological basis of their mastery of that material.

The computer visualizes the learning material, and in this visualization, vision and hearing
form a unity. In other words, the content of the given material is accompanied by the teacher's
comments, the lesson becomes almost visual. However, the possibility of the computer in the
classroom is not limited only to visualization. Visualization is a factor affecting the effective
organization and enrichment of the lesson. From this point of view, it is necessary to take a look
at the methodical writings related to visuality in literature classes in the research, analysis and
general conclusion of methodological literature related to research. It is also known that the
experience in the field of teaching literature in Azerbaijani schools in different periods was
summarized and expressed in methodical materials and separate journal articles. In order to
create a clear picture in this area, we can look at some of them, as well as examples that
summarize the experience that has been created up to the time of its emergence.

The first methodological tool for teaching literature in Azerbaijani schools is the book
"Methodology of Literature" published by F. Gasimzadeh. As indicated on the title page of the
book, this material was written under the influence of Russian methodical literature. In this
resource, no methodical ideas are expressed regarding the use of technical means of training in
the lesson. Of course, it should be taken for granted. So, those funds were prepared based on the
school experience of the 30s of the last century.

The next resource prepared in accordance with the development dynamics of literature
teaching in Azerbaijani schools is the book "Methodology of Literature" published in 1952 by A.
Garabagli, M. Guluzade and S. Efendiyev. This methodological tool does not mention any technical
tools that will help the teaching work. Because until this period, the necessary technical means
(mentioned above) have not penetrated the school and their effect has not been studied.

Talking about writings related to teaching literature in high school, prof. It is necessary to
mention the name of A. Garabagli's book "Methodology of teaching Azerbaijani literature" (1968)
and express an opinion on it. Useful for its time and still used by teachers today, the importance
of visualization in teaching is explained in this tool, especially in biography lessons, the use of
visualization is brought to the fore, but in this work, which is fundamental for the time it was
created, the use of technical tools in training is not even mentioned.
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One of the materials written in the field of teaching methodology of literature in
Azerbaijani schools is the material consisting of two parts called "Literature teaching in secondary
school". This resource was printed twice - in 1966 and 1976. It is clear from the data that in this
period, technical means are already used in training, and the role and importance of using
appropriate technical means in improving the quality of training is shown based on school
experience. In the document, a special paragraph is devoted to this and under the same title it is
said: "The modern level of education development requires enriching the lesson with various
means and ways, the use of these or other auxiliary means. One of such tools is to use the technical
possibilities that have been proven useful in training. In this regard, recently, the importance of
technical tools and ways of using them are often talked about in the classroom, and the practical
implementation of this in schools is being initiated to one degree or another, research is being
conducted, teachers are speaking in the media with articles about the experience they have gained
in this field. . Despite this, literature teachers are in great need of certain guidance and methodical
instruction in this field.

The school experience shows that, as in other fields, in the work of using technical means,
the characteristics and specific aspects of the training subject should be taken into account, and
the opportunities available for it should be correctly determined. Based on the observations made
in schools, we can say that some literature teachers do not use technical training tools correctly.
In this case, the fault of the teachers can be defined in two directions...".

It is clear from the given quote that in the 60s and 70s of the last century, technical means
of teaching were used in literature lessons. In this field, some experience has been created in
schools. Along with the noticeable positive aspects related to the application of technical training
tools, the shortcomings observed in this study were summarized and reflected in the
methodology. In this regard, the following passage is noteworthy:

"1. Despite the possibility of using technical means in schools and the need to use them,
the teacher is indifferent to their use.

2. Some teachers understand the role and advantages of technical means in making the
knowledge imparted in the lesson deep and solid, but they subordinate everything to the technical
means in the lesson. In such a case, the lesson becomes almost entertainment for the student.

One of the methodological tools that summarizes the school experience in teaching
literature, shows itself in the field of education, and reflects innovation, and for now the last one
is the tool called "Methodology of teaching literature in V-XI classes of general education schools"
developed at the Institute of Educational Problems.

In this large volume, as appropriate, methodical considerations on computer use are put
forward. In addition, in a number of research works, for example, Elmira Ismayilova's "Ways of
developing students' speech in literature classes of upper classes"”, Aygun Teymur gizi Aliyeva's
"Using interactive methods as a means of increasing the efficiency of teaching Azerbaijani
language in Russian-language schools", Rena Javadkhan gizi Hajiyeva's " Ways of teaching
informatics and information technologies in relation to other subjects", Tofig Akbar oglu
Mammadov's "Increasing the efficiency of the formation of thinking in mathematics education in
primary classes by using a personal computer", Farhad Zahir oglu Kazymov's "Problems of
increasing the effectiveness of the cognitive activity of the Higher Pedagogical School experience
in the conditions of information technologies" and etc. such researches are achievements of the
last period, and such researches reflect the innovations in Azerbaijani education in one way or
another. The use of the computer related to the subject, if necessary, is not overlooked. However,
since these studies are not directly related to the topic we are studying, there is no need for their
extensive analysis.

His experience shows that interesting experience has been gathered in the field of using
technical means of training in the lesson, and teachers are still achieving certain success in this
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field. In this direction, the above-mentioned shortcomings are encountered, even if only a little.
As a continuation of the idea of using technical means of training in class, providing schools with
information and communication means is one of the important tasks ahead. The state of
Azerbaijan, especially the President of Azerbaijan I. Aliyev, focuses on this area: "Great work is
being done to strengthen the material and technical base of the education system, and these
figures have also been announced. The construction of more than 700 schools in three years is a
great achievement. This, of course, will continue... New schools must be built, and each school
must be built at a high level, equipped with modern equipment. You know that computerization
program is implemented in schools. By 2008, computer classes should be created in all schools.
Of course, in parallel with the strengthening of the material and technical base, the quality of
education should also increase...

| have said many times, and | want to say again that if we look at the experience of
developed countries, we will see that those countries are developed where education is at a high
level, new technologies are applied... Therefore, switching to a modern system, existing in the
world Applying the most advanced technologies should be the main priority task of the Ministry
of Education... In Azerbaijan, virtual classes and new technologies should be widely spread,
covering all schools...".

It is clear from the quote from the speech of the country's president that the role of the
computer and new technology in general in developing the field of education in Azerbaijan and
improving the quality of training is great, and the success in the field of education is determined
by new training technologies. This program speech of Mr. President reflects and evaluates the
current situation in schools and its future development in this direction quite objectively. It is
rightly noted: "The development trend of the world education system also requires the necessity
of applying new information technologies in education. Therefore, both the science of pedagogy
and the education system in general should react practically and seriously to the indicated
tendency, especially to the use of information and communication technologies of the education
system as the demand of the time.

In general, it is clear from the latest scientific-pedagogical literature that the issue of
providing schools with information and communication equipment has become an object of
attention of the pedagogical community. In one of the studies conducted in this direction, it is
said: "One of the main directions of strategic activity in the new education system, which reflects
the spirit of independent state-building, is to widely use information and communication
technologies in the pedagogical process, to equip educational institutions with computers and
equipping with other learning technologies.

In the new education system of the republic, the problem of bringing modern technologies
and equipment to this field for the comprehensive and wide spread and development of training
technologies is being solved to a certain extent. The rapid development of training technology
equipment should always be taken into account. Because the models prepared for training
technologies and their structure and methods should be designed and applied in accordance with
this development. It is in this case that the training technologies developed can be successful in
the pedagogical process.

In today's education system, the names of modern educational technology tools are
indicated in pedagogical materials as follows: computer, television, radio, projector, audio-video
devices, tape recorder, calculator, tape, printing works, printer, duplicating apparatus, etc.
Computer technology, without a doubt, has the highest rating among modern educational
technologies.

As can be seen from the reference to different sources and the quotations from them, it is
the beginning of the history of the computerization of Azerbaijani schools. For now, these articles
mention its importance in a general way. Of course, what has been said is dedicated to the general
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issues of the problem, in addition to these, how and in what way the computer is used in the
teaching process of individual subjects is the most important problem for every teacher to learn
and apply it to work. From this point of view, there are some articles on working with computers
and using them in the educational process in Azerbaijan. As an example, the names of Novruz
Bashirov's "Methodical guidelines for the creation of automated teaching courses in foreign
language classes", Novruz Bashirov's "Computer games", and Rena Hajiyeva's "Methods of
teaching informatics and information technologies in relation to other subjects" can be
mentioned, which are mainly related to physical and mathematical sciences. There is almost no
research in this direction related to the methodology of teaching literature.

It is necessary to say one aspect. Professor C. Ahmadov's book "Methodology of Literature
Teaching" published in 1991 was revised and published in 2007 by other authors (Yusif Seyidov
and Mati Osmanoglu). Of course, it could be expected that in the process of revision, the tasks
arising from the decree of the honorable president on information and communication provision
of Azerbaijani schools will be taken into account, and certain methodical directions will be given
to teachers in the implementation of the tasks set in this regard.

From a brief excursion into the history of teaching literature in Azerbaijani schools, from
the study of methodical materials prepared and printed in different periods, it can be concluded
that methodical instructions on the use of computers in the process of teaching literature in
Azerbaijani schools, methodical materials that will guide teachers in this field does not occur. Such
funds are urgently needed.

From the analysis of the scientific methodical literature, it is clear that the main task in the
field of education is to provide the school with information and communication equipment. It is
possible to integrate into the world education system only in this way. This requires using the
capabilities of the technique in training. The computer has a leading role among the technical
means of training. Therefore, providing all schools with computer equipment is a task set by the
honorable president of Azerbaijan. But this is only the beginning of the work. The effective use of
computers in training sets a number of tasks for educators, including literature teachers. These
are at least the following:

1. To achieve the formation of the ability of literature teachers to use the computer
effectively. Without fulfilling this task, we cannot talk about effective use.

2. To prepare electronic training materials on the content of training from literature. It
should not be overlooked that this is a very difficult, responsible and necessary issue that requires
special research;

3. To keep the computer equipment in the school in working order;

Summarizing what has been said, it is necessary to note that the fulfillment of these tasks
is a requirement of life. Every worker working in the field of education - civil servant, scientific
worker, practical teacher - has a responsibility to meet this demand, and efforts should be made
to adequately cope with all of this.

In general, a brief analysis of the general issues of computer use in literature education is
summarized as follows:

- the use of computers in literature classes is already in the center of attention as a
problem;

- the searches conducted on the problem in the general education schools of our republic
are of a retail nature;

- there is a need to benefit from the world experience by maintaining the nationality of
computer use in literature classes.
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DURING THE TEACHING OF LITERATURE IN
GRADES V-IX. GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

Training is a complex process. Each thought, even a word, the item used in it serves a
certain purpose, performs one or another task. From this point of view, a certain goal is set in front
of literature teaching at the stages of the general education school, and various tasks need to be
performed to achieve this goal.

One aspect cannot be overlooked that although literature teaching at separate stages of
general secondary education (basic education-V — IX grades and Secondary Education X—XI grades)
is organically connected with each other, although one complements the other, a specific goal is
set before each stage and it is necessary to fulfill the task of achieving the set goal in the process.

True, students of general education schools encounter the concept of “literature” in Grade
V, they take a literature lesson, but they got acquainted with small literary texts in the lessons of
the “native language” of elementary grades. This acquaintance is the basis of their literary
knowledge. Students have an almost certain reading habit.

Nevertheless, students face some difficulty in grade v. Also, this difficulty is psychological.
So, if in elementary grades students work mainly with one teacher, then in senior grades their
communication with several teachers creates a certain, albeit temporary, tension in them.
Therefore, students find it difficult to understand the relationship (inheritance) between the
subject “native language”, which they passed in elementary grades, and the subject “literature”,
which they just came across in grade v. The teacher should understand the psychological tension
experienced by the students, as well as, if necessary, the literary samples (Proverbs, sayings,
riddles, small poems, fairy tales, etc.), on which work was carried out in elementary grades in
connection with the presented artistic pieces.) should remind students. This shows that they are
practically superficially familiar with literature. Starting from the V grade, as art materials are
presented, those simple, primitive information given in elementary grades is also remembered as
a basis.

Of course, as the days go by, the work on literary texts is gradually becoming more
complicated. The dynamic development between classes at this stage of the school is also
envisaged in the program. Although V-IX classes are conditional in the current program from Ade—
biyat, they are divided into two parts: V=VII and VIII-IX classes. When approached from the point
of view of the level of knowledge and comprehension of students, it is immediately noticeable
that there is interesting logic in that division. Of course, the main thing is to take into account the
requirements of this division in the training process. Thus, the dynamics of the development of
the program in the requirements put forward for the purpose of training in those classes is
noticeable: the requirements are complicated, students are directed to understand the work of
art as an example of art. In the part of the content and structure of the program in grades v—IX it
is written: “the content of the program of grades v—IX is determined on the basis of the formation
of the necessary ideas about the sphere of interests of the school-people, their life experience and
the history of our literature in them.

Taking into account the wide possibilities of our literature during the preparation of the
program for V=VII grades, subjects were identified that could be important in enriching the
spiritual world of students, in their aesthetic development, in expanding their worldview. The
ideas that stand out from classical and contemporary literature are mainly reflected on these
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topics (based on these ideas are love for the motherland, respect for parents, sympathy for work,
etc.). standing) teaching works that serve to instill is considered appropriate.

The program provides for teaching canrs, especially selected texts from oral folk literature
in the lower grades, which are easier to read, study, memorize. It was considered expedient to
teach texts with complex content of ideas, in the language of which there are archaisms, words-
compositions from other languages in the upper classes. Deepening and perfecting education
creates an opportunity to teach Azerbaijani literature in the process of historical development.”

From the passage from the program it is clear that the main goal of the program was to
introduce simple and small works from rich Azerbaijani literature, especially samples of oral folk
art at the main level of the general education school, mainly in V=VII grades. This is explained by
the fact that students in those classes did not properly acquire the habit of reading artistic works
expressively and did not have an idea that an artistic example is a work of art. Therefore, first of
all, it is necessary to accustom students to create a habit of expressive reading, to evaluate each
example as the art of words. It is acceptable to bring this aspect to the fore in the program. It is
also known that the literary knowledge of students cannot be limited to this statement, it must be
gradually developed and deepened. This requirement is reflected in the program in one way or
another. For clarity of thought, the following lines from the above—mentioned program attract
attention: “the programs of VIII-IX classes are designed differently. As already mentioned, in the
programs prepared for these classes, the path of development of our literature since ancient times
has been traced. This makes it necessary to provide information about the life and work of each
artist.

In these materials, interest should be aroused in the personality of the artist, and the fact
that he is a worthy son for his people and homeland should be brought to the fore. At the same
time, when talking about the writer's work, the problems that made him think more, the
innovations that he brought to our literature, the uniqueness of his work should be concisely
disclosed.

Information about the life and work of the writer in grades VIII-IX should serve as the basis
for essays of grades X—XI”

It can be seen from this passage that the materials presented from the literature in grades
VIII-IX of basic education differ slightly from grades V=VII. The requirements put forward in the
program are gradually being complicated. Students are guided to think about the creative nature
of the artist of the word, as well as about the artistic nature of the literary sample. This
requirement is henceforth continued and developed in Classes X—XI.

The literary knowledge of students cannot and does not remain limited to this saying
either. The program also calls for an increasing deepening and consolidation of students ' literary
knowledge to be in the spotlight. And this is the basis of literary knowledge, the concepts of the
theory of literature. In the program for giving the concepts of the theory of literature in the middle
grades, the requirement is indicated as follows: “in grades V—IX, the concepts of the theory of
literature should be mastered on the basis of teaching specific works.”

The question arises: Does the literary knowledge of students in grades V—IX meet the
requirements set by the program, both in theoretical and practical terms? In order to objectively
determine the answer to the question, observations were carried out in different classes of
schools of the Republic and interviews with students were organized. As a result, it is concluded
that some of the students find it difficult to answer simple questions rather than literature, and
even cannot read the artistic piece, especially the poems, expressively. Students make serious
mistakes in practical terms when reading pieces of poetry. They do not comply with the
requirement of the division in the verses of the poem, they find it difficult to find the words to the
co-creator. Sometimes they say by heart what a concept is, but they cannot explain its features,
essence. As noted, in Literature lessons in grades V-IX, they mainly get acquainted with the artistic
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reflection, figurative reflection of life phenomena in the work, practically independently working
on them. According to the requirement of the program, students must have some knowledge up
to Grade IX, explain the required issues and be able to relate to any artistic piece as an example of
art. It was aimed to determine how this skill is formed in students: in the ninth grade of some
schools, an interview was conducted on the following questions prepared in advance:

1. What is poetry? What are the signs that distinguish it from ordinary writing?

2. S.S.What is said in the content of Akhundov's story “Nureddin”?

3. What can you say about the sermon and division of Samad Vurgun's poem “Violet”?

4. Who is the main image (image) in Jalil Mammadguluzadeh's story “Gurbanali Bey”, and
why is it called the main image?

5. Why is Gurbanli Bey called a typical image?

6. Who can explain the concepts of “generalization” and “individualization” in the literature
on the example of Gurbanali Bey?

7. M.F.In which canr is akhundzade's work “Haji Gara”?

On the basis of these questions, Baku City 126, 244, 157, 283, 83, observations were made
in Shamakhi, Jalilabad, AGSU, Goychay, Kurdamir district schools and questionnaires were
distributed among pupils. The information obtained in different ways was summarized and a
certain conclusion was reached.

The results of the observation, interview and survey are summarized and shown through
the table. In the table, the questionnaires received by districts (the number of students is
indicated) received answers from several schools of each district. They are summarized and given
by the name of the district .

From the table it is clear that the average level of general literary knowledge of students is
50.1 percent. At the current level of development of Azerbaijani education, this is quite low,
naturally, one cannot stop there. Also, grade IX is the last class of the main school, the literary
knowledge of students graduating from this class should be to some extent complete. However,
observation, interview and analysis of answers from the questionnaire show that students find it
difficult to explain a number of questions necessary for literary knowledge, even if they answer
some issues correctly. They are not able to demonstrate knowledge in explaining issues that
contribute to the understanding of materials, especially those of a practical nature. For example,
most of the students who answered the questionnaire asked the third question,“What can you
say about the division and division of the Violet of Samad Vurgun?"wrote an incomplete answer
to the question.

So, they say that the poem is written in syllabic verse (size), but they do not comment on
its division. It turns out that students do not know the principle of the division of the syllabic gland.
A student who does not take the initiative to determine the distribution of a specific cited literary
sample will not be able to reproduce this sign of poetry in other poetic passages. And this is the
practical knowledge that is always needed. Students who do not take into account the principle of
the division of the poem and its essence will not only have difficulties in expressive reading of that
literary example, but will also make serious mistakes.

Or most of the students whose answers are being reviewed report that they have read Jalil
Mammadguluzadeh's story “Gurbanli Bey“, saying that the main copy of the work is Gurbanli Bey,
but " why is Gurbanli Bey called a typical copy?"they cannot explain the question. From this it
follows that students who do not answer this question Do not realize what type and typicality are.
In other words, students do not clearly imagine the concepts of generalization and
individualization, which is a very important issue in literature. It is quite difficult for students who
do not have the proper idea of this to objectively comment on a work of art.

The answers received to the questionnaire can also be analyzed in this way, but there is no
need for this.
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Meeting the requirements that seem simple at first glance requires hard work from the
teacher. It requires the teacher to master the teacher in the face of the given requirements for
students who do not have the proper level of literary knowledge. It is necessary to use such
methodical methods and pri-Yom so that students can clearly imagine the result of the work on
literary material and consolidate it in their memory. The most optimal way to do this is to make
students work independently on the given literary piece.
